These items will be donated to
our local food bank by the club following the event.  Those attending wishing to try flying a radio
control  model  airplane  will  be  able  to  do  so  utilizing  an  aircraft  provided by the  club  under  the
supervision of one of the club's flight instructors.  Attendees will also be provided with lunch consisting
of grilled hot dogs, chips, and a beverage at no cost.  

“This event was conceived as a way of giving back to our community” stated the club's president, Jim
Davis, “and it is also a way for those who are curious or interested to try flying a model without any
cost.”
